
Mayor Dougherty Issues 
Executive Mask Mandate Order

Mayor Timothy P. Dougherty today signed an Executive Order amid a spike in new 
COVID-19 cases and the emergence of the Omicron variant. The Mayoral order goes into 
effect tomorrow, Friday, December 24 at Noon.

 
Under the Executive Order, all businesses and venues located in the Town of Morristown 
that are open to the public shall require both staff and customers (or visitors) to wear face 
coverings, unless eating or drinking inside an establishment that serves food or beverages.
 
“With cases rising sharply in the last few weeks, it’s important we all do our part to help 
ease the spread of transmission, which helps to lessen the strain on our hospitals and 
health care workers. Masking up is something we can all do to help our community,” said 
Mayor Timothy Dougherty.
 
The Mayor encourages everyone to protect themselves and others when out in public and 
gathering over the holidays. Everyone is encouraged to mask up and get tested if needed.
